· Entries should be at a conceptual “idea” stage but have been proven success at a small level with the potential to grow or indicate growth beyond the conceptual stage and have already demonstrated impact in a disaster. While we will be accepting ideas at every stage and encourage their entry, the judges are better able to evaluate submissions that are beyond the conceptual stage and have demonstrated proof of impact
