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About Workshop 4

The Workshop 4, Market Place, is basically oriented to papers that do not belong specifically to the other 3 main issues of the ISOCARP Congress. However, these papers have a strong link with the Congress theme and their contribution is considered important.

Market Place is an open discussion space for new ideas that may strengthen the development of the profession of planning, implemented and ongoing urban development experiences and approaches that give ideas to make development more sustainable.

Eighteen papers have been submitted to the Workhop 4. From them, 10 come from European countries, 5 from NorthAmerica, 2 from Asia and 1 from Oceania. One paper is a contribution from a developing country (Indonesia).

Most of the papers are oriented to describe, analyze and develop approaches on physical issues. Other papers, are oriented to economic issues, but other few develop an interesting mix of discussions, integrating social, historical, economic and philosophycal issues in one single discussion topic. Furthermore, Variety and diversity are the richness of this workshop, market place, is where all kind of ideas are exchanged, regardless of the specific orientation and approach.

About the papers

Papers submitted are mainly based on experiences, which is an indicator that several social processes, consultations to people, interviews and decision making actors took place. Others, have based the writing of the papers based on literature review. And even, the Congress theme is Spaces for Creative Economy, all the papers address directly or indirectly in the sustainable use of the public space. All the papers recognize that a socio-economic dynamic and conflicts between different population groups influence the definition of spaces in the city and it configures the economy, while economics of urbanization are not deeply analyzed in all the papers, though.

At a glance

The essence of transformation is described in the papers. Experiences from different countries in different scenarios in different times become a set of suggestions and inputs to be considered by local governments and citizens in new policies and in reshaping the city.

Different perspectives are put into this stage of the Congress. While planning innovation takes a place in the adoption of an integrated strategy for sustainable development in the case of La Spezia (Dominici & Virgilio), observing the cultural permanence of modernism revealed through out practices, like in Brasilia and Sao Paolo (Del Rio), defines a different point of view to look at the city.

On the other hand, introducing new ideas to governance, like the creative city, a place where investments are defined by the city’s decision makers, with special focus in Montreal (Brown), is an issue that remind us the participatory budget, in practice in some African and Latin American countries. 

Changing the land use, due to different phenomena, affects most of the cities and this analysis could be developed from different perspectives, like the economic exploration and its impact in Delhi’s land (Guneet) or the creation of urban exclusion, in different forms and specially through the use of the urban space in Jakarta which is, also, a descriptive case in this workshop (Deddy).

Understanding the relationships of economics and urbanization is a challenge that deserves to be carefully analyzed. Herence, we can observe that the economy has an impact in the city and in its system in different ways, as it is explained in the case of Sao Paolo and Randstad (Rocco), but on the other way we can observe that projects and policies that transform the city have an economic impact, revitalizing it and turning around trends and behavieurs, like in the cases of Istambul (Erhan & Hüseyin) or in the cases of Poland, Czech Republic, Slovakia, Hungary, Ukraine, Serbia and Montenegro (Perry). In many cases, in many cities, the impact of urbanization in the economy is a not well defined and measured practice. However, we all recognize that, depending on the favors of urbanization, the urban economy may rise or decrease.

How the city works and moves, at different scales and from different scenarios, is a question that goes further beyond the old conceptions of the machine of living. Assessing the configuration of mobility status and intervening physically and with incentives is a multi impact issue (Martinez, Viegas and Silva) complemented by the dynamics of centralities and emerging centers and attracting areas of the city (Magalhaes and Serdoura). Accordingly, economies of agglomeration may appear by different causes and preferences (Prosperi). Thus, it is clear the necessity to experience attractiveness and inventiveness through urban information and movement and the reinvention of urban scapes with strategies that could help local governments (Villalobos). With such a perspective, a set of cases are presented, like the Champlain Bridge Mural Pilot Project in Ottawa (Webster), the transformation of a heavy industrial district into a tourism destination in Beijing (Zhai, Wang and Wang), the transformation of the urban environment through the organization of the Olympics (Romanos), the innovation project and its cross-bording public-private partnerships in the franco-valdo-genevese agglomeration (Sall), urban regeneration in Amsterdam (Verhagen), and the generation of urban spaces that promote people take the spaces and defined a collective appropriation, strengthening their social links (Serdoura et Ventura).

Key issues

Reducing poverty is essential to reducing urban disparities in our cities. This congress offer us a marvelous opportunity to learn from key actors from different countries, including mayors and city officials. In other words, this is a chance to acquire valuable insights from those who deal with the issues day in and day out. The challenge relies, not only on the idea to build creative economies, but also to help build communities. In pursuing this mission, we can’t forget that the city has a human face. In addition, devising more effective ways to mobilize the human and financial resources of urban communities themselves for planning, developing and managing their own communities is a key aspect, specially in developing countries.

Our civilization now is a largely an urban civilization, and the great urban centers are the real crucibles of our common future. We must not forget that the urban centers of the industrialized world will have a much greater impact on the local and the global environment, and thus on sustainable development, than any other phenomenon of our times. The voracious resource appetites of the urban conglomerations in the industrialized world and their massive assault on our life support systems are an even greater threat to the global environment. Urban economic creativity means also respect.

Several things occur in cities. Lessons learned presented in this Congress are an incomparable tool to develop advocacy at different levels, influencing in decision and policy makers, helping to make a change, configuring social and physical spaces for sustainable creative economies.
